Longstanding member Diana Barkley and her ice dance partner, Geoff Squires
won a gold medalinthe Original Dance event at the International Skating Union's
World Adult Figure Skating Competition held in Oberstdorf, Germany last May.
They also brought home a bronze medal in the Gold Free Dance category and
placedfourthinafield of 12 highly competitive teamsin compulsory dance.

This May, they are once again heading offto Germany torepresent Canada atthe
2009 ISU Adult World Competition (May 27 to 30). More than 200 adult figure
skaters (over28 andunder 71 years old) from around the world compete for world
titlesinice dancing, pair skatingand men's and women's free skating.

In previous years Diana has spent her early weekday mornings staying in shape
atthe TCC Fitness Centre, butthese days, she's out of the house by 5 AM to be at
Skate Canada's Centre of Excellence training arena at Burnaby 8-Rinks for a
5:30 off-ice routine, followed by 2 hours of on-ice training with coaches Megan
WingandAaron Lowe, retired Canadian Olympic team members (Torino 2006).

“Each morning we are on the ice with several young dance teams who are
competing at both national and international levels. It is an intense workout,
but also a lot of fun and while there is definitely an age gap compared to our
training mates, our shared passion for skating gives us a unique camaraderie
with our young ice dancing friends. | still enjoy coming to the Fitness Centre,
butthese days, I tend to go straightto the hottub after 3 hours of intense training,”
says Diana.

Every year, a unique musical theme is set by the International Skating Union for
the Original Dance competition. In 2008 the prescribed theme was 'folk dance.'
This year ice dancers had to choose music from the 20's, 30's and 40's upon
which to develop and perform

their routines. In Oberstdorf,

Diana and Geoff will skate to a

Peggy Lee rendition of 'Smoke

GetsinYour Eyes,'followed by a

fast-paced Andrews Sisters

swing tune. In the Free Dance

category competitors can

choose to skate to any music of

their liking and the two have

chosen Vancouverite Michael

minute routine.

Diana and her partner are also
competing in a third event, the
'Compulsory Dance' category;
they are performing a high
intensity Quickstep and a sultry
Argentine Tango.

TCC is proud to be hosting the International Snooker League (ISL) tournament this
year! From May 16 to 23, players from private clubs in Bermuda, New York, Scotland,
Ireland, and across Canada will compete in the 2009 competition. TCC members
have participated in the ISL for several years, and are excited about showing off our
Billiards Room to the world. The Billiards Room will be dedicated to the tournament
from May 15 to 23, but all members are encouraged to come down and watch our top-
caliber players make a run for the prize at home. Although TCC is still looking for its
first ISL team championship, Tim Rodenbush and Rick Mackenzie have brought
home individual trophies in previous years!

ISLHISTORY

The late and fondly remembered Connie Falkiewicz certainly started something in
1974 when he arranged a snooker match between the New York Athletic Club and
The Old Colony Club Bermuda. The following year he teamed up with World
Professional Champion, Ray Reardon and Noel Miller-Cheevers in London, and it
was at this meeting that the International Snooker League was born. Noel Miller-
Cheevers served as President for 33 years until his passing, at which time Maurice
Doucet from Halifax was elected to the position.

The purpose of the ISL is to play amateur snooker throughout the world; each country
in turn has the honour of hosting the annual tournament. A non-profit organization,
the ISL’s aim is to use the great game of snooker to meet old friends and make new
ones throughout the world.

The ISL has been graced by the presence of the worlds greatest snooker players,
most notably Jimmy White, John Spencer, Ray Reardon, Dennis Taylor, John Virgo,
Cliff Thorburn, Alex Higgins, Willie Throrne, Stephen Hendry and the legendary Joe
Davis. After his death, Joe's wife June donated the Joe Davis Memorial Trophy
because of his fondness for the organization.

AN EVENING WITH CLIFF THORBURN

Honorary ISL Member, Cliff Thorburn, will attend this year's event Friday, May 22 and
Saturday May 23rd. Please come by the Billiards Room Friday May 23rd to meet CIiff,
watch him perform, and see him display his famous trick shots.

Cliff Thorburn is remembered for becoming the first
overseas player to win the Embassy World
Championship in 1980, as well as for being the first
player to compile a World Championship 147
maximum in 1983. He was also the first player to
make TWO 147's, his second maximum coming in
the Matchroom League in 1989.

Nicknamed "The Grinder" for his steely

determination to win, Cliff reached two World finals,

claiming the famous trophy in 1980 with an 18-16

victory over Alex Higgins. World No.1 in the 1981/82

season, Cliff enjoyed the unique surroundings of

the Wembley Conference Centre for the Benson

and Hedges Masters, taking the gold trophy on

three occasions in 1983, 1985 and 1986. He also e . \

reveled in the World Team Cup as he skippered C/iff ‘The Grinder” Thorburn
Canadatovictory in 1982 and 1990.
