Terminal City Club Member Larry McDonald makes
beautiful musicto benefitthe Canadian Cancer Society.

Club Member Larry McDonald has just realized a three year effort with the
release of “Larry McDonald’s Classic Melodies Series”, a three CD box set of
instrumental favourites, sales of which will benefit the Canadian Cancer
Society. Mr McDonald, a former professional musician who has played with
groups such as Jay Walker & the Pedestrians and The Stampeders hasbeena
Club member since 1998 and retired from the insurance industry three years
ago.

The last three years have been incredibly busy for Mr McDonald. “It took one
year alone to bring back my piano playing skills,” says Mr McDonald who is
also proficient with trumpet, flute, bass, and guitar, and plays piano,
keyboards, and -yes- didgeridoo throughout the series . The second year was
spent setting up DuckPond Studio, his home-based recording studio, and
completing the arrangements with orchestrator Torben Oxbol, as well as
selecting musicians. Aside fromrecording, mixing, and mastering the CDs, Mr
McDonald spent the third year obtaining the licenses for the selected music,
designing the bookletand CD covers, arranging the manufacturing of the CDs,
and completing donation arrangements with the Canadian Cancer Society.

Afull 100% of net profits from the sale of the CD set will benefit the Canadian
Cancer society. “Funds raised through this project have the potential to make
a meaningful difference,” says Mr McDonald. The distribution of funds to the
Canadian Cancer Society is projected to be in excess of 50% of the sales
receipts and Mr McDonald has personally guaranteed donations to be notless
than 40% in the event of cost over-runs. The Canadian Cancer Society has
graciously allowed Mr McDonald to direct the donated funds. “We are able to
assure that a minimum of 80% of donations will be used solely for Research &
Development. Hopefully, these donations will contribute towards the ultimate
goal of discovering the cause and cure for alltypes of cancer.”

The albums’ musical selections are divided between the 3 CD’s by theme and
each volume features an antique car on the cover. The cover of Volume 1 “Old
and Great” features a 1937 Packard 120, while Volume 2 is entitled “Smooth
asAlabaster” and features a 1964 Rolls Royce Silver Cloud I1l. On “From Far &
Wide,” the third volume, a 1932 Pierce Arrow Model 56 is pictured. All 3
albums feature memorable classics such as “Georgia”, “Unforgettable,” and
“Lara’s Theme”; there is also an original composition by Mr McDonald himself
on each ofthe discs. Soberingly, every song has been dedicated to a person of
Mr McDonald’s acquaintance who has either survived or succumbed to
cancer. “When compiling this dedication list, “ he says, “ | was amazed that |
was able to come up with 37 names with little forethought.”

Larry McDonald’s “Classic Melodies Series” CD box set is already available
for purchase at the Club’s Front Desk for $50 (plus applicable taxes) and will
be available across Canada in early June.

Adam began hurdling barrels to retrieve wine with his handy “wine thief”,
while | crouched atthe base ofa 2000 liter tank measuring out the exactamount to complete our
white blend. The blending, incredible debates, calculations and analysis went on for nearly 3

hours untilwhen we finally achieved our vision!
