NON-UNIFORM DRESS CODE

Collared shirts, blouses, or sweaters in plain, check, solid
or subtle patterns
Chinos, dress pants, or dark, un-distressed denim (no
fading, tears, or rips)
Tailored blazers, sport coats, or cardigans when
appropriate
Blouse, collared shirt (plain or subtle pattern)
Dresses or skirts in neutral colours, knee length or longer
Tie (if occasion-specific)
Smart and tidy golf shirts (colours)
Nametags must be worn and visible at all times
Shirt tucked at all times, unless designed for untuck

OUR STYLE NOT OUR STYLE
Any look that appears sloppy or careless
Lack of undergarments, sheer fabric or clothing that’s too
tight or revealing
Visible bra straps, undergarments
T-shirts, tank tops, hoodies, or casual tops
Ripped, distressed, faded, or overly tight jeans

FOOTWEAR GUIDEL INES

Scuffed, dirty, or worn-out shoes, or that detract from a
polished, professional image
Flip-flops, slides, or beach sandals
Runners, athletic shoes, or casual sneakers 
Heels of any height, open toe/strappy shoes 
Flashy, glittered, or excessively embellished footwear

Footwear must be closed-toe, clean, neutral coloured, in good repair
and professional. They should be comfortable, supportive shoes that

allow for long periods of standing or walking.
