UNIFORM DRESS CODE

Smart, casual, and tidy
Nametags worn and visible at all times
Shirt tuck is not required because of the apron but must be
neat and tidy in appearance
Black aprons must be worn at all times, kept clean and
replaced when worn out 

Examples of appropriate attire:
Pub provided shirt and apron
Lululemon solid black pants
Skorts or shorts/jean shorts (minimum mid-thigh length)
Jeans (without frays, rips or holes)
Black pants in good condition with no rips or distressed
treatment

OUR STYLE NOT OUR STYLE
Untidy, wrinkled, or stained uniforms
Altering uniforms or wearing items outside of uniform (e.g.,
coloured shirts, hoodies)

Examples of Inappropriate Attire: 
Pants or jeans with frays, rips or holes
Lack of undergarments or clothing that’s too tight or
revealing
Athleisure (other than black lululemon-style pants)
Spandex bike shorts, skirts with revealing slits or mini skirts
Hats of any kind
Outerwear, unless approved by your Manager (please
request a cardigan from the lions pub stock, if needed!)



FANCY FRIDAY / BUYOUT /
OCCASION SPECIF IC

In these instances, outfits must reflect a slightly more polished
or refined version of the standard look (e.g., dress shirts,
blouses, dark denim, neat slacks, dresses of appropriate
length or smart footwear).The goal is to look sharp and
confident, closer to the non-uniformed management standard,
not more casual.

All attire must remain conducive to movement, safety, and
service in the Pub
No restrictive or delicate fabrics that could interfere with
work
All other grooming, footwear, and presentation standards
still apply
Nametags must be worn and visible at all times
If you are not participating, it’s expected that you follow
the uniformed guidelines
Managers may welcome jerseys on occasion – they will
communicate any appropriate days to wear these with the
team

good repair, with clean soles at all times
